The
actual choice of Ensuite will depend on the patient type and the Operational
Policy of the facility.

The Ensuite - Shared may vary in configuration to suit different patient
types or room types including:

- ENS-SH-A Shared ensuite - standard

- ENS-SH-B Shared ensuite with additional access

Acoustics: Sound attenuation level - High. Acoustic privacy required.

Additional Design Requirements:

- The shower floor must not have a raised hob
- The entrance is to be flush with the adjoining flooring
